Mr Barker warned that given
the size of a potential
Incinerator, in order to keep it
commercially viable, you could
end up with the nightmare of
waste being actually imported
into to the Bexhill & Battle area
to keep the incineration
operation going.

Gregory Barker slammed
the failure of the government’s
waste programme and called
for a moratorium on the
building of new large municipal
waste incinerators, until
independent British scientific
evidence proved that they are
safe. He pledged on the
floor of the House of
Commons that he would,
“fight the siting of

incinerators in my
constituency at either
Pebsham or Mountfield”.
Mr Barker, who has
recently joined the powerful
Environmental Audit
Committee, warned the
House of Commons that the
country’s “environmental
future was going up in smoke”
and that the Government'’s
failure to promote an effective
nationwide recycling strategy

strategy is driving County Councils in
to the arms of the incinerator
Industry. The USA manages to recycle
an average of 250kg of municipal waste
per person compared to a lousy 60 kg
in the UK.

“We need action to radically improve
recycling and the collection of
household waste, not vague targets
and hand wringing by ministers.”
