     Gregory Barker said,  “Effective recycling plus more aggressive waste
minimisation on an ambitious and national scale is the only long term solution
to our waste problems.  We need to set ambitious targets.  The efforts of the
people in the Wealden area have shown the Government that well thought
out recycling strategies are very effective. I hope colleagues on Rother
District Council will look closely at Wealden’s success.
     “While 80% of household waste can be recycled, Britain currently manages
just 11%, placing it near the bottom of the European league table.  That is
totally unacceptable.  We have to change.”
